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[Course aims]

Diagnosis in orthodontics, as in other disciplines of dentistry, requires the collection of an adequate database of

information about the patient. Based on analysis of the obtained information, the patient’s problems are

formulated in four categories; dental, skeletal, functional and facial soft tissue, and then a treatment plan is

developed. In this course, students undertake diagnosis of a patient. In doing so, students are expected to

understand the necessity for orthodontic treatment as well as the diagnostic process and treatment planning for

malocclusions.

[Course objectives]

　The objectives of the course are for students to be able to:

　1) Explain the need for orthodontic treatment.

　2) Explain masticatory, swallowing and vocal functions, and head and neck anatomy.

　3) Explain the diagnostic process for orthodontic treatment.

　4) Analyze patient records and identify patient problems.

　5) Plan treatment based on a database of information.

　6) Explain the need for tooth extraction in orthodontic treatment.
